INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

SAFETY CONSIDERATIONS

Installation and servicing of this equipment can be
hazardous due to mechanical and electrical components.
Only trained and qualified personnel should install, repair,
or service this equipment.

Untrained personnel can perform basic maintenance
functions such as cleaning and replacing air filters. All
other operations must be performed by trained service
personnel. When working on this equipment, observe
precautions in the literature, on tags, and on labels
attached to or shipped with the unit and other safety
precautions that may apply.

INSTALLATION

1. Remove outdoor coil grilles from their protective
packaging. The 6, 71/, and 10 ton unit accessories
contain 2 grilles. The 121/, ton unit accessory contains
3 grilles.

2. Insert the hooks at the top of the grille into the holes
provided on the top cover of the unit. See Fig. 1, 2, and
3 for locations, depending on the grille currently being
attached.

3. Attach the bottom of the grille by checking to see which
of the screws in the unit's base pan align with the
bottom of the grille. (The basepan is located at the
base of the unit and folds over the base rails.) Remove
the screw that align with the bottom of the grille.

4. Use the screws removed in step 3 to attach the bottom
of the grille to the base pan in those positions. See Fig.
1, 2, and 3 for locations, depending on the grille
currently being attached.

NOTE: If there is no screw in the base pan, in the positon
that aligns with the bottom of the grille, use the screws
included with the accessory.

5. Repeat steps 2, 3 and 4 for the remaining grille(s).
