INSTALLATION

1. Cut opening in the ceiling to fit the access panel
opening size.

2. Frame around the opening above the ceiling with
structural members to bear the weight of the access
panel.

3. Remove the screws from the access panel so the
access cover hangs from the frame by its hinges.

4. Use screws to secure the access panel frame to the
structural framing above the ceiling.

5. Close the access panel and replace the screws that
hold the cover to the frame.
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
